BE IT ENACTED BY THE 2006 MONTANA YMCA YOUTH LEGISLATURE: 

Section 1.  Action. Within the state of Montana, lawful taxpayers that have a 

child/children attending a private institution of schooling shall not have their portion of taxes, 

regularly allocated to the public school system.  Those taxes, instead of going to the public school 

system, would be given to the private institution of schooling in which their child belongs.  

Section 2.  Regulations.  The taxpayer must be a lawful citizen of the state of Montana, 

and have a child/children attending an institution of private schooling from grades K though 12. 

Section 3.  Enforcement.  This act shall be enforced by the Montana Legislature and tax 

collectors. 

Section 4.  Fiscal Note.  The funding mechanism for this act is currently collected under 

the Montana State Tax Code.   

Section 5.  Enactment Date.  This bill will go into effect the next fiscal year upon 

passage.  
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
